This proposed regul ation permts the addition of flavorings
and other materials containing al cohol to malt beverage products only if the al cohol from such
materials constitutes |less than 0.5% by volume of the finished product. This new rule would require
all flavored malt beverages to be nmade according to traditional brew ng nethods and processes.

t he proposed standard poses inportant issues for the stability of the retail |icensing systemand the
overal | marketpl ace.



However, absent a national standard rooted in existing |aw and regul ati on, manufacturers, retailers,
and whol esalers will face a potential for a patchwork of individual state |laws and regul ati ons where the
same product may ultimtely be sold as a “beer” in one state and a “distilled spirits” in another

Finally, while there are sone who have concerns regarding the ability of manufactures to produce
FMB products in accordance with the new proposal, brewers have al ready denonstrated the
expertise and technical ability to brew these products under the new federal standard.
