However, absent a national standard rooted in existing |aw and regul ati on, manufacturers, retailers, and
whol esalers will face a potential for a patchwork of individual state |laws and regul ati ons where the sane
product may ultimately be sold asa “beer” in one state and as a “distilled spirits” in another.

Finally, while there are some who have concerns regarding the ability of manufacturers to produce FMB
products in accordance with the new proposal, as you may know, brewers have already denpnstrated the
expertise and technical ability to brew these products under the new federal standard. The FMB products

that look and taste the same wll be available to wholesalers and retailers in all states with no interruption
and no discernable taste differences for consuners.
