Good Morning: 
 
In regards to having a "nutrition panel" on wine containers:  The cost of nutritional 
analysis along with the proposed fee for new label approval and the cost of 
having new artwork done would be economically disastrous for the small wine 
producers in this country.  People buy wine for enjoyment and relaxation. They 
do not buy it for its nutritional value.  Do you buy coffee for its nutritional value?  
If the wine producers had to list the nutrition content, then they should be  
allowed to list the health benefits as well. 
 
As a parent and as wine chemist, I agree with the requirement for listing 
allergens which are added to the wine as part of its formula.  However I would 
like to see evidence that processing aids, such as sodium casein, remain in the 
wine before they are required to be listed.  Wine makers use different processing 
aids every year depending on the wines.   Would they be able to list the 
processing aid as "sodium casein may have been used in clarifying this wine"?
